We 
will also study the different sea life in the 
oceans and predict whether objects float 
better in salt water or fresh water, 
performing the experiment after we 
discuss our predictions.

The children 
will be making leis by stringing paper 
flowers, beads and straws to enhance 
fine motor skills.  They will study the 
Hawaiian culture and create an Island 
from play dough.
